
LETTER from the Government of GHANA Foreign Affairs
to the Ghana High Commission in Canada

APPEAL FOR FUNDS FOR PROPOSED
NEUROSCIENCE HOSPITAL FOR GHANA

1. The Korle-Bu Neuro-Science Foundation plans to
establish an eighty bed Neuro-Science Hospital, similar to the
Cardiothoracic Centre at the Korle-Bu Teaching Hospital.

2. The Centre will focus on management of diseases
affecting the nervous system, such as brain tumor, strokes,
epilepsy and brain and spinal cord injuries from accidents.
The budget for the project is about $45 million (forty five
million US Dollars.

3. The benefits of the US$45 million Neuro-Science project
will involve the:

(i) Construction of an eighty (80) bed Neuro-
Science Hospital, complete with modern
equipment and furnishing;

(ii) Construction of Nurses and Paramedical
residence;

(iii) Construction of visiting consultant’s residence;
as well as

(iv) Education and training of medical staff of the
Centre.

The potential benefits of the project include:

(i) Saving lives of patients with brain and spinal
cord diseases including cancer and strokes;

(ii) Saving patients with brain and spinal cord
injuries from accidents;

(iii) Saving children with brain and spinal cord
malformations;
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
